(AIU) in 1973. AIU is the second oldest university association in
the world next to the Association of Commonwealth Universities
which was established in 1913. It has the distinct feature of having
the largest network of universities and other HEls under its
ambit with 982 members in India Including 16 foreign
universities who are the Associated members. The membership
of AIU includes all types of universities e.g., Conventional
Universities, Open Universities, Deemed to be Universities, State
Universities, Central Universities, Private Universities and
Institutes of National Importance. In addition to Indian
Universities, Universities/Institutes from Bangladesh, Bhutan,
Republic of Kazakhstan, Malaysia, Mauritius, Nepal, Thailand,
United Arab Emirates and United Kingdom are its Associate
Members. Since its inception AIU has played a very significant
role in the development of Higher Education in the Country.
Some of the eminent scholars and visionary leaders like Dr.
Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan, Dr. Shyama Prasad Mukherjee, Dr.
